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The recruitment market in Australia has been affected by the global economic downturn,  
but current business levels suggests not to the same extent as the UK, Europe or the US.  
The �nal quarter of 2008 was extremely slow, with many companies reluctant to commit to 
hiring decisions. 2009 began with hints of nervousness, but signals are emerging across  
the market to indicate that the second half of 2009 will be more positive. In most areas, 
markets have turned completely in the past 12 months from being candidate short to 
candidate rich. For this reason, roles advertised can be �ooded with responses, and only  
the highest quality candidates � with the most realistic salary expectations and pro-active 
attitudes, are being successful. 

The signi�cant turn from a seller�s market to a buyer�s market has ultimately taken the  
control from candidates, forcing them to compete amongst highly-skilled candidates.  
Industries experiencing elements of demand/supply shortfall are: Engineering � candidates 
within specialist areas such as Water, Environment, Traf�c/Transport, Clean Energy and 
Science � candidates with exposure to particular niche technologies new to the Australian 
market, and certain areas of Healthcare � where demand is outstripping supply in the 
Medical, Radiography, Sonography, Social Care and Nursing �elds to name a few.

As all candidates are competing for jobs, even the most talented amongst them are 
struggling to �nd jobs re�ecting their experience and skills. This means that candidates are 

being forced to become more and more �exible on location, salary and even job role.  
To this end, many candidates are applying for roles with a more junior skill set requirement 
than previous roles, and as such, all vacancies are highly contended. When reviewing an 
excess number of technically skilled applicants, employers now have the luxury of assessing 
personal and interpersonal skills as key factors to support hiring decisions.

Although areas in the Australian market where salaries have increased are rare, the sheer 
volume of skilled candidates available have enabled employers to tighten salary bandings. 
Nevertheless, salary levels in general have remained stable.

Whilst experiencing a candidate oversupply, the most effective forms of candidate attraction 
include headhunting, networking and referrals. Job boards swamped with candidates can 
make uncovering the most suitable candidates a challenging task. As a preferred alternative 
within current market conditions, headhunting proves a more effective method of �nding the 
highest quality candidates than job board advertising. 

Within this climate it is often the passive candidate who holds more equity when seeking  
a new role. Many employers fear that the current excess of candidates on the market are 
simply recycled �dead wood�, so we are seeing an increase in the use of professional 
networking sites, such as LinkedIn amongst key white collar professionals.
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This section provides a variety of information regarding the labour market in Australia, factors that will in�uence its recruitment market and the availability of candidates required by employers.  
All data is taken from the Australian Bureau of Statistics.
